Ko Ihowa to tatou marama, to tatou whakaoranga; kia wehi tatou I a wai?  Ko tenei Atua hoki te Atua 
mo tatou ake, ake:  ko ia hei kaiarahi I a tatou, a mate noa.  Ma tona whakaaro tatou e arahi; muri iho 
ka riro tatou I a ia ki te kororia.  Ae, ahakoa haere ahau i te awaawa o te atarangi o te mate, kahore 
he kino e wehi ai ahau; no te mea kei toku taha koe; tau rakau, tau tokotoko, ko ena hei oranga 
ngakau moka.  Ka whakakitea mai e koe ki a matou te huarahi o te ora; kei tou aroaro te hari nui, kei 
tou matau nga ahuareka e kore e mutu. 
 
Make Peace with Your Body. 
Making peace with your body, accepting it as it is, nurturing it with care, feeding it well, nourishing it 
with exercise, admiring its beautiful aspects, honouring it with comfortable clothes, treating it as a 
temple, enjoying it as a ballroom, being awed by it as a palace- all these are expressions of healthy 
physical self-honouring.
