After months of planning and construction, Te Whare Whai Hua will officially
open their new premises at Lytton High School, in Gisborne, on Saturday
August 11.

Te Whare Whai Hua (TWWH) is a combination teen parent unit and early
childhood centre offering to education to young parents and children in the
local Gisborne community. TWWH is affiliated to the Tairawhiti Amorangi
through Te Aka Ora Charitible Trust, whose trustees include Archbishop Brown
Turei and other Anglican and Community leaders.

The new premises was built with funding from the Ministry of Education, who
see TWWH as a shining example of what teen parent units can achieve. The
new building will enable TWWH to take on more students, and increase their
early childhood roll up to a maximum of 50.
